SITUATION REPORT no 2
· Summary
· UK SAR Team arrived overnight with two DFID representatives for humanitarian assessment.  Now 22 teams on the ground with 77 dogs and 512 rescuers.  No more teams needed. 
· ISAR Germany found 50 severely wounded people 47 km from Padang in need of urgent medical assistance. Support mobilised through OSOCC 

· EU Civil Protection Team arrived 

· US DART team arrived 

· International NGOs continue to increase in number.

· Fuel becoming easier to access as rationing introduced to stop hoarding.  System of priority access to fuel for rescue teams and humanitarian relief working successfully.     
· Padang city continues to have sporadic power and water supply.  

· USAR teams continue to work in pairs.  Reporting back at 1600 today
· OSOCC established at Governor’s House and Reception Centre at airport.  Now eight member UNDAC team on the ground. Six member UNDAC support team arrived.  Four at OSOCC and two at airport.  Four members of the MapAction team at OSOCC assisting with mapping products.
· Humanitarian assessments continue alongside rescue work. Nine clusters established and meeting daily.
· General situation overview
· All potential USAR sites in Padang City have been assessed. A total of 8 deceased victims have been removed from the rubble. Assessments were conducted today in 3 sectors outside of the city consisting mainly of small towns and villages.   Detail below.
· International USAR teams having been working alongside and complementing national USAR teams already working at the various disaster sites with good cooperation.
· UK SAR team arrived overnight with shelter material and DFID reps. Flight had been in transit when no further SAR teams called for.  UK team ready to offer support for other operations
· US military and DART team here to do rapid assessment and supportive in all operations. 
· Humanitarian assessments scaling up and running parallel to SAR phase.
· Coordination overview
· SAR team leaders briefing at 1600 today following assessment teams today and to determine next steps. Next team leaders meeting scheduled for 1800 Monday.
· OCHA has registered 72 international NGOs now on the ground  
· Daily cluster meetings being held for nine operational clusters
· USAR teams currently have base of operations in 5 locations around the city.

· OSOCC space enlarged and upgraded following arrival of IHP support module 
· Humanitarian assessments ongoing using standard format.  Assessments to be completed by 1700 on 5 October in order for data to be analysed and reported on by 6 October
· General co-ordination meeting to be held at 1830 today
· Operational considerations

· Russian Field Hospital en route to Pariaman.  
· Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) activities 
· Yesterday the search areas were split into four sectors, the City, the area north of the city, the area to the east of the city and the area to the south of the city. The City has been completed – no more USAR resources needed.  Assessment of the area to the North still ongoing, no USAR tasks yet but landslide damage assessed. In many villages there are cases of entire houses being buried in the slides. Teams have finished 30 - 50% of area and will continue rest of today and tomorrow (Mon).  The area is difficult to cover due to multiple landslides.  BNPB has been asked to provide a helicopter to access the most difficult areas.  The area to the South of the city still needs to be completed since teams that went there today worked at two collapsed sites at the southern outskirts of the city.  Five teams will be assessing the remaining area tomorrow.  The area to the East is currently being assessed and the OSOCC is awaiting result but expected it to be completed by tonight.  After completion of N, S and E then it is the recommendation of the OSOCC that USAR phase is coming to an end.  BNPB agrees with this approach and reconfirms no additional USAR teams needed.  

· First international USAR team has begun to demobilise.

· Teams have been asked to share exit plans and share available space on chartered flights to others.

· Teams asked to make specialists available for humanitarian cluster assessments

· Next meeting for USAR team leaders 1800 Monday 5 October

· Operational cluster overview
· UNICEF meeting tent set up adjacent to Governor’s House for cluster meetings

· All clusters now involved in assessment stages feeding into the joint assessment strategy.  Mercy Corps to analyse data collected by 1700 Monday.  
· Shelter likely to be the most needed cluster.  IFRC aerial assessments carried out on 3 and 4 October in snake formation north of Padang revealed destruction patterns of topsoil landslides in ‘shock’ waves causing varying degrees of damage to houses.  Local coping mechanisms coming into play for improvised shelter and populations reluctant to leave home areas.
· National USAR Response
· National teams are seen at all sites that international teams visit.
· There is good cooperation with local teams on site
· Bi-lateral response
· Aus Aid, USAID and DFID here.

· Cash contributions unknown.

· Other
· No other issues to report
· Team in good spirits and morale is high.
