2010 Student Earthquake-Hazard Poster Competition Rules 

Poster Competition Process.  Submit an Adobe PDF file of the completed application with a tentative abstract by Wednesday, December 9, 2009, to greg_hempen@urscorp.com .  You will receive a decision on your entry by Friday, December 18, 2009.  Prepare the poster illustration following the competition rules for the St. Louis area presentation meeting in late January or early February 2010 (date and location to be announced later).  The finalized abstract and references are required on the poster.  Display your poster and make a presentation at the competition.

The student(s) applying must be a registered student(s) at the time of entry.  An individual to a maximum of three students may enter.  If any one student is a graduate student, the poster will be considered entered at the Graduate-Student level.  A faculty member must attest that the student(s) is(are) registered student(s) providing the individual’s (their) own work.  

Signed applications must be received as PDF files by Wednesday, December 9, 2009, at greg_hempen@urscorp.com . The tentative abstract is only to comprehend the topic of the application.  The final abstract must be on the same topic, but the title and final abstract’s text may be revised from the tentative abstract submittal.  The poster’s topic may be any discipline of earthquake hazard study or earthquake-resistant design (including, but not limited to, seismology, geology, engineering, response and recovery issues, and socio-economic concerns).  A higher score may be provided to posters related to Central U.S. earthquakes.

The date and location of the competition’s meeting in St. Louis, MO, will be announced with the decision on entrants’ acceptance by Friday, December 18, 2010.  Acceptance will be based on sufficient entrants to have the competition and verification of each application.  Students will be responsible for their posters’ creation costs and travel to the competition.  

Accepted applicants will have more than four weeks to prepare one 30" x 40" poster and their presentation.  The poster’s layout and components are at the discretion of the student(s).  The poster must include the title, student’s name(s) and school, final abstract, a problem statement, references, and a conclusion.  The smallest type size allowed on the poster is 12 point font size.  An entrant for each poster will need to give a short (5 minute) presentation on the poster’s topic at the competition.  

The poster and presentation will be judged on the basis of: technical merit (depth and originality), clarity, illustration of the conclusion, adequacy of the references, and the poster’s inclusion of all the elements (abstract, problem statement, references and conclusion).  A panel of professionals will evaluate the posters and presentations.  Their decision will be final.  The number and size of monetary awards will depend upon the number of competitors, the competition’s sponsorship, and professional attendance at the competition.  The posters will be retained during Earthquake Awareness Month by the NMC and will be available thereafter to the students upon their request.  The competition’s winners will be announced through an EERI medium and at Earthquake Awareness Month’s activities.
